MARINE CORPS LEAGUE SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAM
PURPOSE: To provide scholarships to qualified high school seniors who are pursuing full time undergraduate studies leading to a degree at an accredited institution.
ELIGIBILITY/QUALIFICATIONS: A scholarship applicants must-
1. Be a U.S. citizen.
2. Be a dependent of or a direct descendent of a person who has served honorably in the United States Marine Corps, or as a Fleet Marine Force (FMF) Navy Corpsman.
3. Be a high school graduate by the end of the school year of application.
4. Be an entering freshman at an accredited college or university in the next fall semester.
5. Have a minimum grade point average of 3.0 on a 4.0 scale, or a "B" average on a letter grading system.
6. Demonstrate financial need.
APPLICATION:
1. Application must be made on the attached form.
2. All application material must be submitted at the same time.
(In the event that the applicant’s school will not permit the student to send his/her transcript information, the applicant should submit their information to their school, requesting that the school forward the entire application package, including transcript, to the address provided on the application form).
3. Mail the complete application package to the address on the letterhead stationary to the attention of the Scholarship Committee Chairman.
ADDITIONAL DOCUMENTS REQUIRED:
1. Applicant’s statement of personal and career goals (200 words or less).
2. Copy of applicant’s completed "Free Application for Federal Aid" (FAFSA form).
3. Applicant’s high school grades.
4. Copy of official SAT or ACT scores, if not shown on transcript.
5. Proof of sponsor’s Marine Corps or FMF Navy Corpsman’s military service (Photocopy of DD 214 discharge papers or current copy of military ID).
6. Proof of acceptance from an accredited college or university.
7. Two letters of recommendation may be included.
8. In the event the applicant believes there is an extenuating circumstance that may be relevant to their application, he/she may provide the details on a separate single sheet of paper.
SCHEDULE: All applications must be received no later than April 22, 2011.
Award recipient(s) will be notified by May 5, 2011.
SELECTION PROCESS:
1. The availability of the Marine Corps League scholarship will be announced to
Guidance Counselors at New Hanover County High Schools, the area served by Detachment 1070, Marine Corps League.
2. Selection of applicants for the scholarship award(s) will be made by the detachment scholarship committee, appointed by the detachment commandant.
SELECTION CRITERIA: Selection for the award(s) will be based upon
a. Academic record
b. Extracurricular activities
c. Community service
d. Financial need
SELECTION: The detachment commandant will preside over the scholarship committee. The committee will meet to review and discuss all applications. Applicant interviews may be conducted at the discretion of the commandant. Decision of the committee will be final.
SCHOLARSHIPS: The number and amount of the scholarship award(s) will be determined by the scholarship committee.
AWARD: The Marine Corps League scholarship award(s) will be presented at the Tuesday, June 7, 2011 meeting of Detachment 1070.
